
9th PADMASHREE SHYAM LAL MEMORIAL INVITATIONAL HOCKEY 

TOURNAMENT (MEN & WOMEN) 2019-2020 

 

Padmashree Shyam Lal Memorial Invitational Hockey Tournament (Men & 
Women) 2019-2020 was 9th edition of the tournament hosted by Shyam Lal 
College in its playground. Every year it is organised in the fond memory of 
beloved Founder Chairman of the College to encourage the young minds and 
athletes of the university to become the successful players. This edition of the 
tournament commenced from February 10th, 2020 to February 18th, 2020. 8 teams 
of men comprising of 104 boys and 6 teams of women encompassing 108 girls 
from various Colleges / Institutions of Delhi University were invited to participate 
in the tournament. It was conducted on league-cum-knock-out basis in men’s 
category and league-cum-round-robin basis in women’s category. The 
tournament was inaugurated by Chief Guest the Olympian & Arjuna Awardee 
Hockey player Shri Ashok Dhyanchand and Sh. Keshav Rai Arora Treasurer, 
Shyam Lal College as Guest of Honour along with representatives from print and 
electronic media, coaches and Professors of Physical Education & teachers of the 
colleges. The function was presided over by Principal, Prof. Rabi Narayan Kar.

Kicking off proceedings in the tournament opener, Shyam Lal College defeated 
IGIPESS 3-2. Pankaj, Manish & Lalit netted one goal each in the tournament for 
the winning side. SGTB trounced SRCC 6-0. Ankit scored three goals, Pulkit two 
goals while Manish netted one goal. In first semi-final, SLC beat SLC(E) 4-2. 
Pankaj scored three goals and Vinay netted one goal for the winning side. In 
second semi-final, SGTB beat IGIPESS 2-0. SRCC drew 3-3 with Shyam Lal 
College (E) and beat MLNC(Ev) 5-3. Mudit scored three goals and Vibhanshu 
Tiwari netted two goals for the winning side. In subsequent matches, IGIPESS 
defeated SLC alumni’s 4-2. Basant, Sachin, Pawan and Sumit goaled for winning 
side. SLC beat SLC alumni’s 8-3. Vinay, Pankaj & Ashish scored two goals while 
Naveed & Arun netted one goal each for the winning side. SGTB crushed SLC(E) 



6-0. Mohit scored four goals while Asif and Pulkit netted one goal each for the 
winning team. In finals, SLC defeated SGTB and won the championship.  

In women leagues, first semi-final, JMC beat SPMC 2-1. Amita and Mayuri 
scored goals for the winning team. In second semi-final, BC defeated DU 
alumni’s 1-0. In subsequent matches, SPMC crushed VMC 2-0. Renu & Sarita 
scored goals. DU alumni’s conquered JDMC 2-1. Vashali and Neelam netted 
goals. BC beat SPMC 4-3. Manisha & Sarita scored two goals each for the 
winning side. JMC trounced JDMC 5-0. Komal scored two goals while Amita & 
Mayuri netted one goal each. JMC thrashed DU alumni’s 6-0. Komal & Ayushi 
scored two goals each while Amita & Jitesh netted one goal each. BC defeated 
VMC 3-1. Sarita, Kalyani & Manisha scored one goal each. In finals, JMC 
crushed BC 1-0.  

So, the tournament showed exemplary brilliance in the finals which turned out to 
be the most competitive match of the tournament in which the hockey team from 
Shyam Lal College(morning) in Men section and Jesus & Marry College in 
Women Section become the winner and the team from SGTB Khalsa College in 
Men and Bharti College in Women section remained the Runner’s Up.
